They will learn to use the ancient dip pen and ink style of drawing 

letters, faux calligraphy using graphite, paint pens and chalk pens, and finally, modern calligraphy styles 

using brush pens. Participants will learn the differences between paper types and experience how to use 

the correct instruments with the appropriate paper type. This class is highly participative, and participants 

will have something to take home after every class meeting.
